Approved - The Parish Council considered the quotations and designs for a Coronation
commemorative bench and resolved to approve and accept (subject to approval of location
from ERYC) the design and estimate of £639.95+VAT for the supply and delivery of a
Coronation bench from Weldon Benches; and the estimate of £225+VAT for the installation from
L & K Warcup

Three possible bench locations were suggested, Parish Clerk to contact ERYC to arrange site visits
to establish suitability/approval. Update to be added to March’s agenda.

Approved - The Parish Council considered the quotations and designs for commemorative gifts
to be presented to the pupils of Willerby Carr Lane Primary School and resolved to approve and
accept (subject to any further suggestions being made) the Hampton Coronation Medal design
and quotation of £415.80+VAT for the supply and delivery of 420 commemorative medals from
Running Imp.

Approved — The Parish Council considered the quotations for the purchase of commemorative
lamp post signs to be installed throughout the village and resolved to approve and accept the
estimate of £249.50 (excluding delivery) for the supply of 50 x Coronation Lamp post signs from
the RBLI (design available from March).

The Parish Council agreed that these would be installed by members of the Parish Council with
Cllrs P Graham, P Marshall, L Telford, R Mckinnon & T Williams confirming that they would
assist (10 signs per member). Parish Clerk to contact ERYC to enquire as to whether any
permissions are required.
